Recent TWDB Updates

Email from TWDB sent June 13, 2019

HB807 requirements for the 2021 RWPs
 “identify unnecessary or counterproductive variations in specific drought response strategies, including 

outdoor watering restrictions, among user groups in the regional water planning area that may confuse 

the public or otherwise impede drought response efforts” (TWC §16.053(e)(3)(E)).

 “if a RWPA has significant identified water needs, provides a specific assessment of the potential for 

aquifer storage and recovery projects to meet those needs” (TWC §16.053(e)(10)).

 “set one or more specific goals for gallons of water use per capita per day in each decade of the 

period covered by the plan for the municipal water user groups in the RWPA” (TWC §16.053(e)(11)).

 “assess the progress of the RWPA in encouraging cooperation between water user groups for the 

purpose of achieving economies of scale and otherwise incentivizing strategies that benefit the entire 

region” (TWC §16.053(e)(12)).

 RWPG should make legislative recommendations “for any other changes that the members of the 

planning group believe would improve the water planning process.” (TWC §16.053(i)).



Recent TWDB Updates (continued)

Anticipated implementation of new 2021 RWP requirements:
 A rulemaking process will be initiated to address HB807 RWP requirements. 

 The TWDB will issue guidance on how to address these new requirements for inclusion in the 2021 

RWPs through an addendum to contract Exhibit C and an amended scope of work. 

 An Exhibit C addendum and amended scope of work will be included in the fall contract amendments.

 The TWDB will disseminate the guidance via email as soon as possible (in advance of the contract 

amendments). 

 Since there are no new appropriations with this legislation, to the extent possible, guidance will 

recommend how these items can be addressed through current data collection efforts.
